1. The eligible Students for fee exemption must first pay the full fee through UUCMS and
then submit the receipt to the concerned department to avail the exemption as per the

2. Postgraduate students who were admitted earlier for the academic year 2022-23 and
Undergraduate students who were admitted earlier for the academic year 2020-21,
will not be permitted to appear for the examinations.

3. The examination fee will not be refunded under any circumstances, and it cannot be
adjusted or carried forward to subsequent examinations.

4. Students admitted through UUCMS must pay the examination fees only through the
student's portal at “uucms.karnataka.gov.in”. Payments made through any other mode,
such as DD or SBI Payment Gateway, will not be aécepted.

Payment Gateway and submit the duly filled physical application form along with the
required documents to the Principal. The Principal shall consolidate and forward the same
to the University so that it reaches within the last date. The information must also be filled
in the prescribed format and sent to the email ID: examksu2016@gmail.com before the
last date.

Attendance:

Students must compulsorily maintain a minimum of 75% attendance for each paper. The

attendance register of students must contain the signature of the faculty member who

‘handled the classes, and at the end of each month, the signature of the Principal/Head of

the Department is mandatory. At any point, the examination section may call for
attendance records, and in such cases, the Principal/Head of the Department/Academic

Section must verify and submit the same to the examination section.

1 Credit = 16 hours of instructional time. Therefore, each subject must have the total
prescribed instructional hours conducted in accordance with the assigned credits.
Only students who have secured a minimum of 75% attendance of the total

instructional hours conducted in each paper will be eligible to appear for the

examination.

Internal marks must be awarded by carefully referring to the scheme. It should be noted
that the distribution pattern of internal marks varies across different schemes.

While mapping internal marks, the maximum marks must be entered exactly as specified
in the table, ‘

If the total internal marks obtained are less than the minimum prescribed marks,
the student will be considered failed in the overall result, even if he/she has passed
the written examination. A student will be declared passed only if the minimum
prescribed marks are secured in the internal assessment as well as in the written
examination.

No changes to internal marks will be permitted after the University has published
the final results.

In the Veda stream, marks must be awarded in all papers as per the prescribed p%lttéffl:
80-20 for Undergraduate 2nd and 4th semesters, 60-40 for the 6th semester, and 70-30
for Postgraduate programmes.
