He is the
recipient of several prestigious awards from several State Governments in India as
well as one from the Windsor University, Canada for promoting Samskrit studies.
He is also awarded the Certificate of Honor by the President of India. Professor
Shastri has travelled widely around the world to spread the message of the Vedas
and Advaita-vedanta.

Today is a proud day for this University. About 400 students are being
conferred their degrees of Vidwat Madhyama (B.A), Vidwat Uttama (M.A.) and
Vishistacharya (M.Phil). My cordial congratulations to all of them.

[ am also glad to inform you that apart from the gold medal awards, we are
giving cash awards to the Rank holders with the generous support extended by Dr.
Sudha Murty, Chairperson, INFOSYS Foundation.

The 4th Convocation is taking place at a time when the University is poised
to make giant strides towards achieving excellence in diverse areas. I will briefly
share with you, some select achievements of the University in recent times. It has
been a time of transformation, both on academic and administrative front, not only
for me, but also for all the staff of the University.

This Convocation of the University is another landmark for all of us. It gives
an opportunity for self appraisal for the present and for setting new aspirations for
the future. I deem it my splendid privilege to utilize this opportunity to highlight
the University's achievements on various fronts. The University was established in
the year 2010 with the sole objective of elevating Traditional Samskrit Education
and Research in the State. We are delighted to submit that with the support of
Samskrit Community and the Government, the University could bring the whole
traditional Shastric Education on one platform and systematize the entire
administration by introducing the Single Window System in a short span of time. In
order to secure the traditional learning units by bringing under one umbrella, the
Govt. established the Directorate of Samskrita Education under the University,
which looks after Samskrit Pathashalas that offer the Pre-University education
from Prathama Standard to Sahitya Standard. We have revised the curriculum and
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have been constantly conducting Quality Improvement Programs for the teachers.
This would serve as the basis for the Higher Education stream of the University.

Starting from reframing the syllabus and re-organising the whole system on
par with that of other Universities, the University introduced a new curriculum.
The University changed the nomenclature of the traditional degrees as - B.A
(Samskrit/Veda) - Vidwan-madhyama and M.A (Samskrit/Veda) - Vidwaduttama.
Today we are conferring these Bachelors and Masters degrees to the students.
Apart from this, the University has started its research program - Master of
Philosophy. The Ph.D and D.Litt. programs were also commenced.

Research and Development is the backbone of an academic institution. To
unearth the precious wealth of Samskrit, our University is providing all facilities
for research. For the first time, 35 Ph.D. aspirants have commenced their research.
As per the UGC regulations, Ph.D students have undergone six months of course
work. M.Phil work is also moving ahead with vigor.

In order to promote the Samskrit Research in the State, University has given
the recognition to two more research centres this year. Totally, we have granted
recognition to eleven research centres. I hope they will expand their activities
more with the support of the University.

The Publication Wing of the University has taken up the task of various
publications . Under the translation series, this year, we have brought out many
works. In order to enrich Kannada literature and to reach the common Kannada
reader, we are planning many translation projects. Manasollasa an encyclopedia of
10th Century ... has been published in three volumes. In order to record the
literary service rendered by the scholars of the pre-independence era, a series
titled "Karnataka Saraswatopasakaru” has been launched. The University
publications include a bi-annual research journal and a quarterly Newsletter. This
year we have also initiated to bring an e-journal 'Svopajna’.

Samskrit should not remain isolated. Bearing this in mind, the University
has stepped out of its campus and has organized many National level seminars - in
association with other universities, our own affiliated colleges and other
institutions.

The Karnataka state is richly endowed with an outstanding Samskrit
heritage in teaching and research. The educational institutions both in public and
private sectors are well-supported by many Peethadhipathis. The dedicated
teachers and students are diligent and innovative in spite of many bottlenecks. We
are proud to say that our brilliant students have been winning the Trophy in the
National Level Elocution Competitions by bagging the highest number of gold and
silver medals every year for the last three decades. This year also our students
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stood first in the entire nation, thereby bringing the prestigious Vijaya Vaijayanti to
the State. This shows the strength of our education system in the State. We need to
nurture this in the coming days too. We need to increase new openings for our
students. We need to create sufficient infrastructure and facilities. We need to
encourage students by providing attractive scholarships.

In our country, the awareness about the greatness of Samskrit is seen more
than at any point of time. Hence, a novel idea has been implemented by the
University to cater Samskrit studies to all facets of society. In 2013, University has
established an evening college for Samskrit studies on a persistent demand from
the public. Professionals, technocrats, doctors, home-makers and even students
have taken up this opportunity. Men and Women from various walks of life
interested in studying Samskrit are able to do so now. The evening college has
been established in the heart of Bangalore, so that it is viable for people from all
walks of life to have Samskrit education. This experiment is first of its kind in the
history of Samskrit Education in the entire country. This evening college is in its
third year, offering three year BA course with about 90 students. This year
University has started evening MA Samskrit course where 10 students have
enrolled.

An University is not merely built by brick and mortar. It is built upon the
intellectual foundation of stalwarts who are adorning various positions in the
university. Learned faculty members contribute immensely to the growth of the
university. They are the true wealth of the university. This year, we have appointed
many scholars as Associate Professors and Assistant Professors in reservation
category. They have been honoured and respected across the nation for their
indepth knowledge in the Shastras. The method and manner of selection is
completely in keeping with the regulations of the University and the State
Government.

To reach out to the public interested in learning Samskrit for excellence in
their relevant fields, like Music, Dance, Astronomy, Education, Law, Ayurveda, and
Yoga, the University is going to offer these programs in Non-formal Education
mode by adopting the Private-Public-Partnership model. There are only 60 centers
of Jyotisha learning in the state. Many other organizations were involved in the
propagation and inculcation of Jyotisha Shastra. They have been recognised by the
University as Study Centre.

Here, I would like to record the eminent service rendered by the faculty of
both the two constituent colleges, nine aided and nineteen unaided affiliated
Samskrit Colleges in the State. Graduate Degree and Master Degree Courses are
offered in Veda, Vedanta, Sahitya, Vyakarana, Nyaya, Meemamsa, Dhamashastra,
Jyothishya and so on.
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This year, 151 students are receiving Graduate Degrees, 197 are receiving
Post-Graduation Degrees, 9 students are receiving M.Phil Degress. 20 students who
topped in their respective Shastric disciplines are being given Certificates, along
with Gold Medals instituted by various pontiffs and dignitaries. We feel proud to
especially make a mention of the INFOSYS Foundation. Smt. Sudha Murthy has very
graciously presented Rs 20 Lakhs as a grant for cash prize for those excelling in
various disciplines of Samskrit studies in UG and PG level. I, on behalf of Samskrit
fraternity, thank INFOSYS Foundation for this noble gesture.

This is the youngest Samskrit University among 15 Samskrit Universities in
the Country. We have a long way to go. We only wish that you all appreciate our
humble efforts and bless us with your full support in all our future endeavors.

We are fortunate that land of the Govt. Samskrit Colleges situated in
Bangalore and Mysore have been handed over to us for the activities of our
University. The Govt. has sanctioned a plot of land measuring 100 acres in
Ramnagar Taluk, about forty kilometers from Bangalore, which is surveyed this
year. Development activities will soon be taken up there also. We wish to develop a
beautiful campus in traditional Gurukula model, which resembles - Nalanda and
Shanti Niketan. We seek assistance from public and Government for the
development of new campus. We shall be initiating new faculties and we are also
heading for 12 b recognition from UGC. A central office in Bangalore shall be the
nerve center of the University with wings across Karnataka. We also plan to bring
out introductory books in Kannada on less known Samskrit poets and their works.

Support from honorable members of Syndicate and Academic Council is
overwhelming. In all these developments of the University, untiring efforts of our
administrative staff, with the support of other colleagues are praiseworthy. I
personally thank all of them. By their unparalleled devotion to the University, we
could achieve many innovative programs this year. [ present the achievements of
2014-15 in a nutshell:

The year 2014-15 was a vibrant year of academic programmes. New
programs, seminars and conferences were organized throughout the year.
Samskruta rupakotsava was a splendid presentation and contest of Samskrit plays
with spring and colour all over. Samskrit month celebrations were invoked and it
was truly the Vasanta of Samskrit programmes with various Samskrit activities
were conducted across Karnataka. Gandhi smriti Kavi sangama was a special poet
assembly exclusively on the personality of Gandhiji and his thoughts. 'Womens'
conference' which was an exclusive conference on women themes and women
scholars was a successful initiative. A special commemoration postal cover was
released by the India post in this occasion. Two International conferences, and
three national and state seminars were organized by Karnataka Samskrit
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University in association with other Institutions. On the Publication side, we are
proud to present the following: Two issues of research journal of high repute,
Manasollasa with kannada translation in five volumes, Sankhya karika with
kannada exposition, Ancient Ganita,

Textbooks for various levels of Samskrit learning, book on Kanakadasa’s
thought and philosophy were brought out. I personally appreciate the efforts of
Prof Shrinivasa Varakhedi the then acting Vice-Chancellor for all the achievements
in this short period.

The University witnessed a surge on the Infrastructure-front. A master plan
for building construction at Bangalore City Centre has been finalised.

As part of the extension programs of the Varsity, NSS activities are initiated.
This year a National integrity camp has been planned.

Diploma in Jyothisha, Vastu and Manuscriptology, Certificate, Diploma and
Post-graduate Diploma in Vedanta, Mimamsa, Functional Samskrit and courses on
Yoga and so on are new additions to the academics. IT initiatives have been geared
up with the support of the authorities of the Government.

We are proud that Vijayavaijayanti, the national level highest contest prize
in Samskrit is being bagged successively by students of KSU, bringing pride to
Karnataka at national level.

We have the following new plans for this academic year: An evening college
in Dharwad with full-fledged facilities is established. E-pathashala project has been
taken up where lessons can be viewed online at anytime and any place. Kannada
Encyclopaedia on Samskrit language, literature and science has been taken up as a
mammoth project. Latest Survey of modern Samskrit scholars in Karnataka is
being done. Research Center in Mysore for Pali, Prakrit and Samskrit is planned for
execution. PG program in evening college has already been initiated. Planning and
development unit has been established within the university. Guest Lectures and
invited talks, as they were done in the previous years shall be carried on this year
too.
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Finally to conclude - it is an exciting moment for those who are here to
receive their degrees. Graduation is a major academic milestone in an individual’s
life. It is formal recognition that you are ready to move a step forward towards
acquiring yet more knowledge in the area of your choice. Never in the past have
there been so much hope and expectation about the future of India than at present.
